Doctrinal Bible Study
1. Preparation
a. You prepare your Bible Study the exact same way
2. Conducting Bible Study
a. Slight change
b. You are still facilitating
c. You are inviting everyone to participate
i. Reading the passage
ii. Answering the questions
3. Decision/Appeal
a. The exact same appeal
i. Three-part appeal
1. Do you understand
2. Do you agree
3. Decision question
Topical Bible Study or Expositional Bible Study
1. Ice-breaker question
a. Was there a time where you found it hard to be kind toward others? What made it so challenging? 
2. Content
a. You want to go to about 4-5 Bible passages
b. Ask 1-2 questions relevant to the passage you just read
i. Kind of Questions
1. They should be questions that lead them to find the answer in Scripture
2. They should not be yes or no questions
3. They can also be questions about what a particular phrase means
ii. For example…
1. What does this passage tell us about loving others? (Good Samaritan)
2. Who did Jesus identify as the neighbor to the one who fell among thieves? Why did he use a Samaritan? Who are the Samaritans?

a. Ask about 2 questions that apply the lesson to their life today.
i. Good Samaritan
1. How can we show love to others while we are at work like the Good Samaritan?
