1. 2 Timothy 3:16
2. One of the claims of Scripture is that it is of divine origin. Because of this, you can trust the Bible.
How can we know for certain though that it really is divinely inspired? How can we test this claim? 
1. Isaiah 46:9, 10. 
2. John 14:29. – He tells us things before they happen so that we may believe. 
Let’s look at an example in Scripture where God tells us something before it happens and see if God and the Bible are trustworthy. (Daniel 2)
1. Daniel 2:1 – Nebuchadnezzar had a dream that startled him and forgot it.
2. Daniel 2:4 – His wisemen ask Nebuchadnezzar to tell them the dream and they will give the interpretation. 
3. They ask him again. 
4. Daniel 2:7-9 – Nebuchadnezzar knows that if they can tell him the dream, they certainly can give the interpretation. 
5. They told him that no one can do that on earth except the gods, whose dwelling is not with mankind. 
6. The king orders all his wisemen to be killed. Daniel and his three friends found out later about the decree and asked for some time. After, praying to the LORD, we read the following:
7. Daniel 2:19 – The dream is revealed to Daniel
8. Daniel 2:26-28. – Only God in heaven can reveal secrets. Daniel takes no credit.

1. What follows after the chest and arms of silver? 
a. Another kingdom. But which one?

2. The Greek army especially employed bronze in their armor and weapons.

1. “the iron monarchy of Rome” Edward Gibbons

1. Partly of Iron and Clay
a. Continuity of Rome but the mingling in of another element.

c. Incorporating and mixing paganism and worldly rulership with the worship of God
