Steps to Conducting a Bible Study

Second Rule: Let the Holy Spirit lead
Introduction
1. Spend some time in casual conversation
a. How was your week/weekend?
2. Make sure they have a Bible they can use.
a. Using a phone is fine as long as it is not a distraction
3. Introduce the topic
a. This is your introduction in your outline
4. Pray (Keep it at most one minute maximum)
a. Before we open the Scriptures, I believe that it is important to ask God’s presence to be with us so that we may have understanding. So, let’s pray briefly before we open the Bible and begin discussion. 
b. Do not ask, Do you mind if I pray before we begin. Do not ask for permission to pray. 
Conducting the Bible Study
1. Go through the prepared outline on the Bible Study
a. This is your content section
b. Your outline should be formatted with leading questions. 
2. Going through a Bible Study outline
a. Tip: Help the individual you are studying with to find the location of the Bible passages. Don’t turn the pages for them. 
b. Ask questions, but never give them the answer. You may lead them to the answer but do not tell them the answer. You want them to discover the answer from what they are reading. You should view your role as a facilitator, not necessarily as expositor of Scripture. You want the Bible to speak for itself. 
How to Respond
1. What if….
a. They go off on a tangent
i. Sharing a lot about their life
ii. Bring up another point on the Bible that’s not relevant to the topic
b. They ask a question you don’t know the answer to
c. They bring up an objection
2. Potential Responses
a. Bring them back to the study
i. It sounds like this verse really spoke to you. I want to continue hearing you out about this but I want to make sure I am respectful of the reason I am here with you now. Let’s continue our Bible study but afterward or another time, we can spend time talking about what you are sharing. 
ii. That’s an interesting Bible verse which we can talk more about afterwards or another time. In order to respectful of your time, why don’t we talk about that verse another time and we can continue on this study on God’s Word (or whatever doctrine you are covering). 
b. That is a great question. I don’t know the answer to that right now. But, I can take time this week to find an answer and get back to you next time. I’ll write that down so I don’t forget. Let’s continue in our study and we will come back to that later. 
c. Listen to their objection. Is it a Scripture passage or a Personal objection? Acknowledge their objection and how you can see why that would be an objection. If it is an easy objection to clarify, then take the minute or two to resolve the objection. If it is not an easy objection, don’t rush past it. Plan another time to answer the objection. 
Appeal
1. Three-part appeal
a. Do you understand…
b. Do you accept and believe the information to be true…
c. Would you like to take a chance and place your trust in the Bible?
Self-Reflection
1. Reflect on how your Bible Study went
a. What went well?
b. What could be improved?
c. What was unclear?
d. Did the person make a decision for Christ? If not, why?
Homework
1. Review outline and prepare to give your Bible study in 15 minutes. Next time, we will practice with each other.
