First Rule in Bible Study: People want to know what the Bible says, not what you say. 

Various Kinds of Bible Study
1. Doctrinal Bible Studies
2. Topical Bible Studies
3. Bible Studies that focus on Story/Books of the Bible
4. Prophetic Bible Studies
Pre-work (Our focus is Doctrinal Bible Studies)
1. What doctrine are you trying to teach?
2. What are you trying to accomplish with your study?
a. What are you trying to get the individual to understand?
b. What are you trying to get the individual to accept?
c. What decision are you trying to get the individual to make?
3. It’s important to know the goal and where you are trying to go before composing an outline. 
4. What is the pressing question the individual has? (Consider the Individual)
a. Trust in the Bible
b. Where can he/she find truth
c. Where can he/she have stability
Gather Scripture Text – (Focus on the Topic)
1. 2 Timothy 3:16
2. 2 Peter 1:19-21
3. Isaiah 46: 9, 10
4. John 14:29
Gather stories of Scripture that highlight God’s Word
1. Daniel 2
2. The Life of Jesus
After gathering various texts, ask yourself if there any verses you feel a new person would have questions about. Would they want proof that the statements were true? Is there anything that confuses you? (Write those down)
Begin Constructing Outline
1. Introduction
2. Content (Start Here)
a. What’s the first text you want them to go to? What will be the starting point of your Bible study?
b. The goal here is to lead them through a series of 10 verses or passages that lead them to the goal of the study. 
c. What questions should be asked with each verse? For example, if we just read 2 Timothy 3:16, what question do I want to ask that is relevant for the study of God’s Word?
i. Maybe, What does this verse tell us about God’s Word? What claims are being made?
